Question to Consider: When is enough enough? 



 **The violet color of the paraments symbolizes sorrow and sin.  The black border of the banner 
hanging on the right side of the sanctuary denotes sin and death.  The center cross reinforces the earthly reality 
of Jesusõ suffering. 
 Hanging on the left side of our sanctuary is our United Methodist Church insignia consisting of the 
cross and a single flame with dual tongues of fire.  Rich in meaning, the insignia relates the United Methodist 
Church to God through Christ (cross) and the Holy Spirit (flame).  The flame is a reminder of Pentecost when 
witnesses were unified by the power of the Holy Spirit and saw òtongues, as of fireó (Acts 2:3).  The elements 
of the emblem also remind us of a transforming moment in the life of Methodismõs founder, John Wesley, 
when he sensed Godõs presence and felt his heart òstrangely warmed.ó  The two tongues of a single flame may 
also be understood to represent the union of the Evangelical United Brethren Church and the Methodist 
Church to form the United Methodist Church in 1968. **
