The banner hanging on the right side of the sanctuary shows how the Holy Spirit (dove) encircles the   

Christian’s life with the many blessings of God (multi-colored radiating beams). Hanging on the left side of our 

sanctuary is our United Methodist Church insignia consisting of the cross and a single flame with dual tongues 

of fire. Rich in meaning, the insignia relates the United Methodist Church to God through Christ (cross) and the 

Holy Spirit (flame). The flame is a reminder of Pentecost when witnesses were unified by the power of the Holy 

Spirit and saw “tongues, as of fire” (Acts 2:3). The elements of the emblem also remind us of a transforming 

moment in the life of Methodism’s founder, John Wesley, when he sensed God’s presence and felt his heart 

“strangely warmed.” The two tongues of a single flame may also be understood to represent the union of the 

Evangelical United Brethren Church and the Methodist Church to form the United Methodist Church in 1968.

PRAY FOR OUR UNITED METHODIST MISSIONS ACROSS THE WORLD: HAITI:  
SOUTH SUDAN: FISHING FOR A BRIGHTER FUTURE  “Twenty-one years of war have limited 
opportunities for education, livelihoods, and businesses in South Sudan. Life has been hard. We were 
poor, without a future,” writes Malish Joseph a member of the Worok Fish Pond Group in South Sudan. 
UMCOR helped this community establish fish farming in Lainya County, to help community members 
establish a sustainable livelihood.  UMCOR brought in a consultant to train community members how to 
construct, stock, and maintain a fish farm. The pond was stocked with fingerlings in November and will be 
harvested early this year. Fresh fish have a high market price in nearby Yei Town and will help families 
who are members of the Worok Fish Pond Group have a brighter future. This program is being 
implemented with support from United Methodist Church-leveraged funds in tandem with the European 
Commission.
