The mission of LifeWell is to provide a safe and nurturing environment where the residents of the W. Main area can
experience the love of Jesus Christ and be encouraged to grow as Christian disciples while being provided with hot
meals and enrichment activities. During the summer the Student Center on W. Main will be opeff fPolsh.&n
Mon/Tues/Thurs/Fri. Activities include: Opening Prayer, snack time, 10 minutes of Reading (silent reading or someon:
sharing book with the whole group), free time to play games/work on computers/talk with friend, crafts, Bible stories,
and a nutritious dinner.

LifeWell is gathering information for school supplies and is planning to send various supporting churches the names
of a couple of children and their school supply lists, hoping that churches will fill a back pack or two and get it back to
us. In August LifeWell will have an open house with food, music and outdoor recreation. (Date to be set soon) At the
open house, our regular students will receive their back packs and fill out enroliment papers for the new year.

At LifeWell volunteers provide food (We are thankfu
school year), lead students in activities, tutor, and menfde. would love to have each student matched with a mentor
who visited the center at least monthly to talk with them/ help them with school work, etc.

Lifewell Free Store is located at the First U. M. Church and is opdnTiesday, Wednesday and Thursday each
week and the'3Saturday of each month. They accept donations (new or gently used) during those hours of anything
except furniture. They also accept donations of personal hygiene items or toiletries. (shampoo, soap, etc.) They have
been open 1 1/2 years and their 36 volunteers have logged 6,049 hours. They are beginning their school supply collec
tion which they will hand out in August. These can be any new items that children can use at school. They also have
need for cookies or snacks as they give these to each person who comes into the free store. They have had 13,140 st
pers since they opened October 10,. 2006. 1,417 families have signed up to shop at the free store and some families |
as many as 10 family members. 13,210 items have been given out thus far.
