    As you know by now, Debbie and I are back from the Holy Land.  What a wondrous experience to 

travel the land of the Bible and especially to visit the city of Jerusalem! 

     Jerusalem is one of the oldest cities of the world and also one of the most revered as well!  Jeru-

salem is considered holy by the Jews because it is the place where Abraham was to sacrifice Isaac, 

the home of the Temple and the capital of King David’s Israel.  Jerusalem is considered holy by Islam 

as the place where Mohammad ascended to heaven to receive the Koran and, of course, Jerusalem 

is considered holy by Christians as the place where Jesus was crucified and resurrected.

At the Church of the Holy 

Sepulchre which marks Golgotha and the tomb of Christ one must enter by way the door locked and 

unlocked each morning and evening by a Muslim family on order of Saladin since 1192 AD because 

the different Christian denominations could not agree together concerning the Church and we all 

know the recent news stories of the fighting between the monks of various denominations within the 

church for control of the building.  Of all places, how could the holy city of Jerusalem, called the City 

of Peace, be such a battle ground? 

     I have always shook my head at what goes on in Jerusalem and wondered how religious people 

could behave in such a manner.  Then it happened to me!  In the most holy church on earth, the 

Church of the Holy Sepulchre, I found myself in an angry exchange of words with a tour guide of an-

other party.  In this instance it matters not who might have been at fault.  Rather, what matters is the 

lack of peace between us. 

     Peace is the gift that God wants to offer to us.  He wants to offer peace to our personal lives, to 

our church, to our community, to our nation and to our world.  But peace is a hard commodity to 

come by.  It seems to have eluded us ever since Cain killed Abel.  Peace is something God has to 

bring to us! 

     I hope, as the Lenten Season approaches, that you will pray for peace!  Pray for peace in your 

soul, pray for peace in our church, pray for peace in our nation and pray for peace in our world.  Most 

of all, pray that God will use you as His instrument of peace!
