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WHAT DID I SAY? 

      “What did I say?” I can imagine that is the question President Obama is asking himself right now after his 
Special Olympics debacle.  I am sure that is also what Pilate may have said to himself after washing his 
hands of Jesus.  I sure, as well, that is what the Jewish officials said after they cried out “We have no king but 
Caesar!” upon the presentation of Jesus and Barabbas to the crowd.  I am sure that is what Peter asked of 
himself after denying Jesus three times and I am sure that is what Judas said to himself when he asked Je-
sus, “Is it I?” upon Jesus‟ announcement that one among the disciples would betray him. 

     We all say things we do not intend or we know we should not say or we know we do not mean. Unfortu-
nately, whether we intend the meaning or are sorry for saying something, what we say still has conse-
quences.  Considering this we must continually, as Christians, ask ourselves, “What did I say?” 

     Sometimes what we say is not in words, but rather in actions.  Our actions, in fact, often speak louder than 
our words.  Therefore, whether in word or action we, as Christians, must ask ourselves, “What did I say?” 

     Recently the Associated Press reported that more Americans say they have no religion.  In fact their report 
stated that the number of those stating that they are Christian has declined over the last seven years and 
mainline protestants have dropped from just over 17% to 12.9% of the population.  I wonder if that is because 
of something we Christians have said? 

      As a grandparent I try to be very careful about what I say.  I wish, as a parent, I would have been more 
careful of what I said.  As a grandparent, as a parent, as a pastor, as an adult, and as a person what I say 
carries a lot of weight.  That is true for all of us.  What we say through our words or our habits or our music or 
our relationships or the movies we watch or our spending or our reading or whatever we do says volumes to 
others who are watching us.  Therefore it is so important to watch what we say in word and deed, because it 
may have unintended consequences. 

     At a previous church that I served, a number of the women chose to stay home on Easter to prepare a 
large meal for their families who would visit after church.  I wonder what that practice said to their children and 
grandchildren about the place of Christ on that holy day?  I wonder if such actions like this have spoken to 
others that our faith should take second place to other interests?  Do you suppose that is why Christianity is in 
decline and our children and grandchildren do not participate in the life of the Church?  Have we told them by 
deed or word not to go to Church? 

    When we grandparents choose not to attend Church, we say something to our grandchildren.  When we 
parents lift up Easter or Christmas as a family day and stay home to prepare a meal, we say something!  
When we find fault with this or that in the Church, we say something.  When we do not participate in Sunday 
School, we say something.  When we do not tithe or study our Bible daily or pray daily or do acts of kindness 
in Jesus‟ name, we say something.  When we put down our spouse or another or participate in “road rage” or 
curse, we say something.  When we do these kinds of things we say something to others which we may not 
mean, but which have unintended consequences. 

      We must continually ask ourselves, “What did I say?”  As we do so, let us remember Jesus words, "And if 
anyone causes one of these little ones who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to be thrown into 
the sea with a large millstone tied around his neck.” (Mark 9:42 NIV)  We don‟t want the unintended conse-
quences of something we say to keep others from Christ! 

      As Lent concludes and we move into Holy Week and Easter let us examine ourselves continually and ask, 
“What am I saying?”
