Health Ministry Moments for December, 2009

December is safe toy and gift month. Keep your holiday memories happy ones by avoiding emergency room
visits for toyrelated injuries. The American Academy of Family Physicians presents the following tips. The
best way to avoid injuries is to supervise play. Keep in mind that age levels for toys are determined by safety
factors, not intelligence or maturity. Children ages 3 and younger tend to put things in their mouth, so that
age group is especially at risk for choking. Fabric toys should be labeled flame resistant or flame retardant.
Stuffed toys should be washable; check them out for buttons or eyes which may become a choking hazard.
Painted toys should be covered with ld¢eek paint. Art materials should say Atmxic; crayons and paints

Materials. Finally, to prevent hearing damage, be aware of the loudness of the toys selected for your
children.
