Around 72% of women over the age of 40 reported getting a mammo-
gram in the last three years, but only 51% of men over the age of 50 reported getting a prostate examination
Including both men and women over the age of 50, only 42% reported getting a colonoscopy in the past five
years. Talk to your doctor. Is it time for you to be checked? Also, about 80% of Ohioans eat less than the
recommended 5 fruits and vegetables a day.
