Our demanding schedules naturally lead us to experi-
ence high |l evels of stress, which is detriment al
2008, p. 159). As Americans, it seems we are so
something to ignore or take lightly. Your body will tell you when it is stressed. Do you get headaches, have

back pain, tense muscles, problems sleeping, are worried or irritable? Your body is trying to get your attention,

so learn to manage your stress. Check out the interactive tutorial on stress by the National Library of Medicine:

The National Health Information Center offers the following nine steps to prevent or manage your stress:
1. Plan your time; make a to-do list; 2. Prepare yourself; have a positive attitude; 3. Relax with deep
breathing; 4. Relax your muscles; 5. Get active; exercise is a wonderful way to reduce stress and benefit
your health in many other ways; 6. Eat healthy; 7. If you choose to drink, do so only in moderation. Drink
lots of water.; 8. Talk to friends and family; and 9. Get help if you need it. Talk to your Pastor, Priest or
Spiritual Leader.
