6. Maintain contacts with family and friends; stay active through work, recreation and community events. 

7. Avoid overexposure to the sun and the cold. 

8. If you drink, moderation is the key. When you drink, let someone else drive. 

9. Keep your personal and financial records in order. Complete your Advance Directives forms and talk about 

them with your family. 

 Keep a positive attitude toward life. Do things that make you happy.
