Safety Month. To make sure our homes are as safe as possible, the following recommendations will help:

1 To prevent falls: have grab bars in the tub / shower; have handrails on both sides of stair steps; have bri
lights over stairs and landings; use a ladder instead of climbing on furniture or counters; and use baby gates
the top and bottom of stairs when little ones are in the home.

1 To prevent poisonings: read product labels and keep cleaners locked and out of reach of children; keep
cleaners in their original containers; use medications carefully and keep them out of reach of children and pe
install carbon monoxide detectors near sleeping areas; and have the Poison Control Center phone number
-800-222-1222) posted by your phone for easy access when you suspect a poisoning.

1 To prevent fires and burns: have working smoke alarms and hold family fire drills; stay near the stove
when you are cooking, especially if you are frying food; keep space heaters at least 3 feet away from anythir
that can burn and turn them off when you leave the room or go to sleep; empty ashtrays if you smoke and ke
matches / lighters out of the reach of children; and only use candles when an adult is in the room, making su
you blow it out if you leave the room or go to sleep.

1 To prevent choking and suffocation: things that can fit through a toilet paper tube can cause a young chil
to choke; keep coins, |l atex balloons and hard ro
or toys in cribs as they can suffocate children; clip loops in window cords and place them high where childret
candét reach; read | ab el -appropfiatet amd/tall childven to aititdewn sshem teey t h
eat and to take small bites.
